Student Component — Important Considerations

. For college and undergraduate applications:

. there must be a written institutional collaboration and student
exchange agreement or Memorandum of Understanding
between the Canadian institution and the candidate’s home
institution.

. For graduate applications:

. an inter-institutional agreement is desirable but not
mandatory. .

. if there is no existing exchange agreement, graduate
applications which involve a new or established collaboration
between professors from a Canadian institution and the
candidate's home institution will be accepted.

« A brief rationale for choosing the short-term program, and how it is linked to the
candidate’s work/career;

- A brief explanation of how the chosen short-term program is aligned with the 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Development;

« An identification of which SDG(s) the chosen shori-term program is aligned with.
Candidates from Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, the Philippines,

Thailand and Vietnam must explain how they plan to use their Canadian experience to
help combat poverty in their home country;

Candidates from Brunei and Singapore must explain how they plan to use their
